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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to investigate the potential terrorist threats to Nigeria's economic
development. In this context, its economy is researched, the challenges it is called to face in the
effort of its economic development are mentioned. We believe that the most important challenge
for the country is terrorism. Terrorism in the country is then investigated and the potential risks
to its economic development are identified.

In order to search for the necessary data for the elaboration of this work, a thorough secondary
research was done through the study of various sources, articles, but also books of the mainly
international bibliography. At the same time, other data were sought, which came from
international organizations such as the World Bank, the United Nations and national ones such
as the Central Bank of Nigeria. Based on these data, a risk matrix was created, which
contributed to the assessment of the degree of risk of some factors. We have found that
terrorism poses many serious risks to the country's economic development and requires its
immediate response.

Given the fact that according to many economic analysts, but also according to the reports of
international organizations, Nigeria will in the near future be the "economic locomotive" of Africa,
is a very important reason for carrying out this work.
