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The role of Guaranteed Minimum Income in poverty alleviation

Abstract

The minimum guaranteed income is an important means of supporting the poorest
people who do not have the necessary mechanisms to get out of poverty and social
exclusion. Its role in poverty alleviation is not only to ensure a minimum financial
support, but also a preventive support of social assistance beneficiaries, in order to
ensure their transition from social welfare to employment. For this reason it is
increasingly seen as a motivational tool to encourage work among activable recipients.
However, in many European countries, GMI programs are proving insufficient to
eradicate poverty and evaluating their effectiveness is a challenge.

In this context, the subject of this work is the examination of the effectiveness of the
GMI program in the fight against poverty, especially extreme (poverty) in Greece. We
investigate whether the program achieves its goal of ensuring a decent minimum
standard of living and whether it is effective and efficient in its goal in reducing poverty.
We hypothesize that if the adequacy of the program increases, then poverty rates among
individuals in households receiving this social benefit will register some reduction.
For this reason, we construct a set of hypothetical reform scenarios using the
EUROMOD micro-simulation model in order to investigate the effect of specific
characteristics of the minimum guaranteed income policy on the political outcomes of
the reforms.

The three simulation scenarios increase GMI adequacy by 8%, 25% and 50% showing
simulated poverty rates in the pessimistic, optimal and optimistic scenario variants. The
differences in the poverty rates and gaps represent the impact on poverty reduction that
the introduction of these changes in the GMI program could have and show respectively
how much each of these three hypothetical reforms would contribute to poverty
reduction.

We conclude that the contribution of the minimum guaranteed income to poverty
reduction is quite low. However, even this reduced impact on poverty does not negate
its marginal contribution to combating it. In fact, the impact is more visible among the

most vulnerable, including those living below the poverty line (calculated at 40% of
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average income), or among families with dependent children who are more at risk of

poverty.
